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A Brief History of Trivia

In honor of our first-ever Am-
ateur Radio Trivia Quiz, here
is a brief history of trivia.
Trivia is Latin, plural of
trivium, or a place where
three roads meet, which
came to mean an open or
public place. The adjec-
tive form of tis noun,
trivialis, meant public,
hence common, or com-
monplace. One meaning
of trivia, therefore, is
unimportant matters.
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The modern sense of triv-
ia as a collection of ran-
dom facts, probably
dates to the publication
of Trivialities: Bits of In-
formation of Little Conse-
quence, by Logan
Pearsall Smith, an Ameri-
can-born British essay-
ists and critic, in 1902.

Quiz shows were popular
on broadcast radio. The
seminal radio quiz show

was probably
VoxPop, which
ran from 1932
until 1948. Oth-
er popular radio
quiz shows were
Professor Quiz,
1936-1948, Un-
cle Jim’s Ques-
tion Bee, 1936-
1941, and Infor-
mation Please,
1938-1951. In
the 1950’s, tele-
vision quiz
shows such as
The $64,000
Question and
Twenty One were
hugely popular
until it was re-
vealed in 1959
that producers were provid-
ing answers to some con-
testants. The resulting
scandal caused quiz shows
to disappear until 1982,
when Jeopardy first aired.
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Even after the demise of
the TV quiz show, trivia
contests remained popular
on college campuses. Ed
Goodgold and Dan Carlinsky
organized the first quiz bowl
competitions at Columbia Uni-
versity. In a 1965 article in the
Columbia Spectator, Goodgold
wrote that “trivia is a game
played by countless young
adults who, on the one hand,
realize that they have misspent
their youth and yet, on the other
hand, do not want to let go of it.”

In the 1970s, the British pub
quiz became popular, particular-
ly among younger generations,
no doubt because they com-
bined combining social interac-
tion, competition, and beer.

The worldwide appeal of trivia is
undoubtedly reflected in the
popularity of Trivial Pursuit. In
1979, Canadians Chris Haney
and Scott Abbott, invented the
game over a few beers at
Haney’s apartment. In 1982, the
game was released to the public
generating over $800 million in
sales in 1984 alone. Since then,
the game has sold over 100
million copies and has been
played by an estimated 1 billion
people worldwide.

On January 4, 1980, America
first celebrated National Trivia
Day, the brainchild of librarian
Robert L. Birch.
